So how can you increase your household income? Here are a few examples...
· Across Calderdale thousands of people are missing out on benefits they are entitled to. Encourage people you know to check their entitlements. The Money & Wellbeing Information Centre will point you in the right direction. 
· Cut your energy use and potentially save £375 a year on your bills and help the planet. This includes simple things like drying clothes naturally and washing at 30 degrees. Watch out for our #fuelyourknowledge campaign in the autumn.
· Sharpen up your budgeting skills. There are budget tools online to help you create a budget. If you don’t have one try this 30 minute budget tool to get started.
